- EC’s M/400 – mandate to CEN for standardization in the 

field of gas qualities

• Phase I – testing of impact of combustion parameters on 

safety, efficiency and environment (cf. GASQUAL)

• Phase II – elaboration of EN standard on combustion 

and non-combustion parameters based on the result and 

conclusions of phase I and the results of the EC’s

interoperability study

- Publication of EN 16726 « Gas infrastructure – quality of 

gas – group H » in OJEU in December 2015

file:///C:/data/GQH platform/EN 16726 (2015).pdf


European H-gas quality harmonisation 

Background summary (2)

EN 16726 is applicable to the whole gas supply chain

• This European standard specifies gas quality characteristics, 

parameters and their limits, for gases classified as group H, that 

are to be transmitted, injected into and from storages, 

distributed and utilized.

• This standard does not cover gases conveyed on isolated 

networks. 

• For biomethane additional requirements indicated in 

prEN16723-1 apply.



European H-gas quality harmonisation 

Background summary (3)

EN 16726 contains specifications for

• relative density

• total sulfur without odorant

• hydrogen sulphide + carbonyl sulphide (as sulfur)

• mercaptan sulfur without odorant

• oxygen

• carbon dioxide

• hydrocarbon dewpoint

• water dewpoint

• methane number

• contaminants



European H-gas quality harmonisation 

Background summary (4)

EN 16726 does not contain any specifications for one of the 

combustion parameters as required by M/400 : the ‘Gross 

Wobbe Index’.

EN 16726 also states

• Gas quality shall not impede safety of gas appliances

and operations of end users. Appropriate measures

shall be taken.

• Note : applications are sensitive towards variations of 

the gas quality depending on the type of application and 

the degree of variation.

Survey 1 : legal and technical national/regional framework

Part A: Legal and technical framework on gas quality

Data have been collected. Analysis ongoing.

Part B: Legal and technical framework on end use performance

including e.g. emissions, efficiency, safety, maintenance, adjustment on installation.

Survey 2 : distributed natural gas quality

Information on the currently distributed natural gas quality in different European member states for mapping

relevant national and sectorial situations and experiences for the assessments in TF 1. Detailed information

and adequate data coverage, both in terms of time-span and geography, are necessary for enabling a reliable

analysis and deriving meaningful conclusions.

Data have been collected. Analysis ongoing.

Survey 3 : sensitivity of applications/appliances to WI aspects linked to 

the scenarios produced by TF1
This survey will be based on the scenarios elaborated by TF1 and be prepared on the basis of available

information/studies, such as the IGU study, Marcogaz study compilation or the DVGW project and others.
