As we have said many times before, the TYNDP process is a
continuous one and even if the obligation to produce it rests with the TSOs and ENTSOG, it calls for
the active involvement of all stakeholders as well as regulators and Member States to make it the
valuable tool envisaged in the 3rd energy package.

The consultation starts today (25 March) and will be open for three months, that is until 25 June
