ENTSOG launches public consultation on CEN gas quality 
standard impacts for the gas value chain 

 

(Brussels, 4 May 2016, PR0107-16) The European Commission (EC) has invited ENTSOG to 

prepare a detailed analysis of the entire natural gas value chain on the impacts and issues 

associated with the application of the CEN gas quality standard and, based on the results of 

the analysis to develop a proposal to amend the Network Code on Interoperability and Data 

Exchange. 

 

Now, following a workshop held in Cologne on 28 April, ENTSOG launches a public consultation 

on the impacts of a potential binding reference to the CEN standard EN16726:2015 in the 

Network Code on Interoperability and Data Exchange rules. 

 

Stakeholders along the gas value chain in all EU member states are encouraged to take part in 

this public consultation. 

 

Jan Ingwersen, ENTSOG General Manager, said: “ENTSOG encourages all stakeholders to express 

their views. We appreciate the viewpoints of all relevant organisations.”  

 

The public consultation (link here) will be open until 15 July 2016. 

 

 

Answers received will serve as a basis to a detailed impact analysis that EC invited ENTSOG to 

carry out. A workshop will be organised in September to present early findings based on the
